Scenario #2

(RURAL MELROSE)

A California Farm Corporation that specializes in large farms would like to take over an entire community. Currently, farmland is going for $3,500 an acre. This Californian Corporation is offering $6,000 an acre. The numbers behind each city is the acreage of farmland for each community. Stearns County cannot just sell the land, they need the farmers to agree to sell their farmland. People in central MN have been farming their land for over 100 years and are proud of their heritage. However, dairy farmers are struggling to make ends meet, and Stearns County could use the extra tax dollars that would be generated through the farms being sold. Your job as members of the Stearns County task force is to formulate a plan to resolve the situation.
